outlet.

2- This Convectair heater could become very hot
when in use.

PLANNING INSTALLATION:

Choose the location where the CALYPSO will be
installed.

2- Check that nothing interferes with the airflow to and
from the unit, see required clearances (Figure 1).
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INSTALLATION:

1- Free mounting bracket by pressing and pulling both
locking mechanism on upper back part of the unit.

Use the mounting bracket as a template by holding
it against the wall flush to the floor. Use the upper
fasteners to locate the bottom fasteners (Figure 2).

Relocate the mounting bracket to match the marks
with the holes for the bottom fasteners and ajust it
using a level.

Mark the upper fasteners and pre drill holes for fas-
tening.

We suggest the use of 4 "E-Z Ancor” fasteners or
equivalent.

6- Replace mounting bracket and fasten it with
SCrews.

WIRING:

This product is rated 12.5 amps (1500W) at 120V,
60Hz.

This unit is equipped with a three-wire grounding type
AC plug. This plug will only fit into a grounding-type
power outlet. This is a safety feature. If you are unable
to insert the plug into the outlet, contact your electri-
cian to have a suitable outlet installed. Do not defeat
the safety purpose of the grounding plug.

This heater draws 12.5 amps during operation. To
prevent overloading a circuit, do not plug the heater
into a circuit that already has other appliances
working.

Avoid the use of an extension cord because the exten-
sion cord may overheat and cause risk of fire. However,
if you have to use an extension cord, the cord should be
a 14 AWG minimum size and rated 15amp, 125Volts.

Heating mode:

When the unit is on, the electronic thermostat controls
the heating (750W). To set the thermostat, adjust the
setting dial to the comfort zone (between 5 and 7).

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After approximately one hour of operation, adjust the
desired temperature if necessary by slightly turning
the sitting dial clockwise to increase temperature and
counterclockwise to reduce temperature.

When the CONVECTAIR is on the heating is
cycling. The indicating light tells you when heat is
on.

Fast heating mode:

This mode allows a fast temperature rise (1500W).
When the timer is turned on the heating becomes con-
tinuous, without cycling, for the chosen period of time
(0 to 30 minutes). The timer can be brought back ma-
nually to O before the end of the cycle, in order to inter-
rupt the fast heat.
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
